What Are Hand Fidgets?

In an on-going effort to improve my instructional
techniques in the classroom, I have been reading a
book titled Strategies for Teaching Boys & Girls.
The book addresses gender differences in learning
and recommended the use of “hand fidgets" in the
classroom. These include items such as stress balls,
gel-filled toys, bean bags, and rubber tubing. Hand
fidgets are found to be especially helpful to boys
who find it difficult to keep still while doing
seatwork. Girls, who tend to have a heightened
sensory intake, enjoy the textures of the various
fidgets. If you visit our classroom, you may see
these hand fidgets being utilized while the children
work independently at their seats.
